Smeg is registered to SEDEX which is a non-profit organization for the improvement of the supply
chain conditions. Smeg has been endorsing the ETI code (Ethical Trading Initiative). The company
is subject to the SMETA audit (Sedex Members Ethical Trade Audit) which is undertaken by an

independent third party to verify its compliance to this code.
